
ELGIN PUBLIC HIGH SCHOOL DRUG AND ALCOHOL POLICY 

Students and Student-Athletes shall not, at any time or at any place, engage in the unlawful use, possession, selling or dispensing of a controlled substance or an imitation controlled substance, as defined by Nebraska law, a substance represented to be a controlled substance, or alcoholic liquor as defined by Nebraska law and shall not be under the influence of a controlled substance or alcoholic liquor.

No student shall be at, or remain at the site of any party, or be in any vehicle, residence or other building where any minor is using or possessing an alcoholic beverage or illegal drug; provided, this rule shall not apply to activities which a student attends with his or her parent(s) where alcohol is consumed as long as the student does not personally use or possess alcohol.
Whenever the school has reasonable cause to believe that a violation of any Rule of Conduct pertaining to tobacco, alcohol, and other dangerous drugs has occurred, the student shall be ineligible to participate in any extra-curricular or co-curricular activity to include any performance, scheduled contest, or program until re-instated by the school according to the following schedule:


Alcohol and Drugs:

The possession and/or use of alcohol, drugs, tobacco, or non-medically-prescribed controlled substances (as defined by State Law) is forbidden on the school grounds, in the building or at school functions at home or away activities or in transit. This matter is serious and suspension and/or expulsion may be considered.

The possession or use of alcoholic liquor in a non-family setting or the possession or use of a controlled substance (when not medically prescribed) by any Elgin Public student shall not be permitted.  The Elgin Public School Alcohol and Drug Policy remains in effect throughout both the entire school year AND including during the summer months previous to any school year.
DISCIPLINARY ACTION

Upon determination that a violation of this policy has occurred, the following disciplinary action shall be imposed:

First Offense:
1. The student shall lose the privilege to participate in the following extra-curricular events, in the season in which the violation occurred.  If the time of the violation does not permit the ineligibility to be carried out in the current activity season, the disciplinary action will include the subsequent season(s) of participation by the student (possibly including the next school year).  The consequences should not exceed 25% of a given season or the number specified below for each school activity.

** The specific dates of sporting events or activities in which the students are deemed eligible to participate are determined by the administrator.

**In the event that the sport or activity season remaining at the time of the violation will not permit the ineligibility to participate in the number of activities set forth above, the privilege to participate shall carry over to the next activity in which the student participates, possibly including the next school year.

2.  The student who elects not to participate in school activities shall serve a minimum of 25 hours of school service.

In addition to the above:

*The student will be ineligible for the following for one calendar year:  Student Council and Class Offices.

**The student will be ineligible for the following the remainder of their high school career:  National Honor Society (if already a member) and Homecoming Royalty.
2nd Offense:  

If a violation of the school’s drug and alcohol policy, as it pertains to extra-curricular activities, occurs within one calendar year of the first offense, the following consequences will be enforced:

1.  The student being ineligible to participate in extra-curricular activities for double the amount set forth above.  In addition to the above consequences the following will also be included as consequences:
*The student will be ineligible for the following for one calendar year:  Student Council and Class Offices.

3rd and All Subsequent Offenses: 

 A student’s 3rd and any subsequent offenses within one calendar year of the first offense will result in the student being ineligible to participate in all extra-curricular activities for one calendar year.  All other disciplinary actions listed above also apply.
BLANKET AUTHORITY
     The Elgin Public School Board, in adopting this Drug and Alcohol Policy, realizes that the foregoing may not extend to any and all situations where a student of Elgin Public High School may be involved with drugs and alcohol.  For this reason, the Elgin Public School hereby directs and authorizes the principal to take such other and further actions as may be necessary in any given event to discipline any Elgin Public School student who may be involved in a violation of the intent and spirit of this policy, not withstanding such violation may not specifically be set forth herein.
