 Objective of Lesson-Learning Goals

Kindergarten, First and Second Grades

	To create a house in proportion and with details

	 Materials Needed for Class and Their Location

	H pencil, sketch paper, black crayons, watercolor paint and 9x12 white drawing paper

	 Instructional Plan and or Procedure

	Continue on buildings.  Demonstrate how to make a building look 3-D. Draw the front of the house first using a square for the house and a triangle for the roof.  The side of the house and the side roof should slant back at an angle to the front and not be drawn level with the front.  Show how to draw doors and windows straight and in proportion. Discuss details on buildings such as shingles, siding, shutters, gutters, sidewalks, door and window trim, etc.  Look at pictures of houses in the purple binders.  May also look at Elgin’s business buildings in the white binders.  Add background such as hills, trees, flowers, sidewalks, fences whatever would be found around a house.  After drawing house in black crayon, the student may paint it with watercolor paint.
Scatchboard eggs will be the next project.
Third Grade will begin scratchboard.  Need to discuss whether to make their own or use pre-made ones and subject matter.  Sketch design ideas with an H pencil and newsprint.

2) Did the student follow teacher and project directions?

	To experiment with charcoal and blending stumps

	Materials Needed for Class and Their Location

	H pencil, sketch paper, white paper, blending stump, stick charcoal, pencil charcoal and vine charcoal

	Instructional Plan and or Procedure

	New Project-Charcoal Drawing

Students will be introduced to the medium of charcoal.  Students will view a teacher demo on charcoal and how it is used.  They will watch different techniques with application and blending.  They may practice on newsprint before trying a simple classroom still life.  Students may experiment with blending and shading using Kleenexes, blending stumps and/or cotton swabs.  They need to wash their hands before starting to get rid of oils on the skin that will cause smudges.  They should lay their hand on paper towel when drawing to cut down on smudging as well and keep their hands clean.  Do not blow dust!!!!  Always wipe up dust with a damp, paper towel.  Students will practice the first week and then work on their still life.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS
Students may finish up their perspective drawings if needed when they have extra time on choice days.
