 Objective of Lesson-Learning Goals

Kindergarten, First and Second Grades

	To create a house in proportion and with details

	 Materials Needed for Class and Their Location

	H pencil, sketch paper, colored pencils and 9x12 white drawing paper

	 Instructional Plan and or Procedure

	Continue on buildings.  Demonstrate how to make a building look 3-D. Draw the front of the house first using a square for the house and a triangle for the roof.  The side of the house and the side roof should slant back at an angle to the front and not be drawn level with the front.  Show how to draw doors and windows straight and in proportion. Discuss details on buildings such as shingles, siding, shutters, gutters, sidewalks, door and window trim, etc.  Look at pictures of houses in the purple binders.  May also look at Elgin’s business buildings in the white binders.  Add background such as hills, trees, flowers, sidewalks, fences whatever would be found around a house.


	Assessment

	1) Is the house symmetrical?  Are the sides even?
2) Did the student follow teacher and project directions?

3) Did the student use the correct colors?

4) Is the project neatly done without scribbles, smears and tears?

5) Did the student add details such as siding, shutters, shingles, curtains etc?

Objective of Lesson-Learning Goals 
3rd, 4th,5th and  6th Grades

	Perspective drawing-Create a drawing of a road going to a vanishing point

	Materials Needed for Class and Their Location

	H pencil, sketch paper, H and B drawing pencils, white paper (9x12 or 12x18, student choice) erasable colored pencils
perspective drawing handouts(white  and black binders), 
rulers and erasers

	Instructional Plan and or Procedure

	Discuss how objects will look smaller the farther away they are from you.  Look at the pictures of Elgin’s downtown, especially going out of town.  The highway disappears to a point on the horizon. (last pages) Follow the steps in the listed in the black and white binders and practice drawing a road going to the horizon.  Use rulers to keep lines straight.  Draw lightly with the H pencil so it is easy to erase.  Include power poles and a fence.  Make sure the lines for the poles and fence are perpendicular to the horizon line.  Students should line the end of the ruler up with the horizon line when drawing the vertical lines for the poles and fence posts.  After drawing roads practice drawing boxes 3-D according to the handout. After practicing the boxes begin drawing several in a row to mimic buildings.  Look at the last photos in the binder of Elgin’s Main Street.  Observe how the buildings are next to each other and form a row to the horizon.  Begin formal drawing on 9”x12” or 12x 18” white drawing paper.  May use H pencil or erasable colored pencils to begin drawing.  DRAW  LIGHTLY!!!! Student choice on paper size and using pencil or colored pencil.  Buildings due last day of class for the week.  End of third quarter.
