	Instructional Plan/Procedures/Interventions

	Students should begin with the sketching process.  After working out the project’s details in a sketch the student may begin their work after they have instructor approval.  They may choose from drawing (pencil, colored pencil and/or charcoal), painting (acrylic, tempera and watercolor) clay, printmaking, sculpture or any combination of these materials.  They should complete 3-5 projects per quarter depending on size and/or complexity. 
 End of Third Quarter Thursday!  Grade sheets should be filled out and turned in!
Show Prep-they may begin completing tags and registration for the Wakefield Art show March 24th.  Tags should be filled out in black ink and taped to the lower, right hand, corner of the artwork.  Drawings and paintings should be matted.  Mats are in the storeroom, second cabinet on the right.  Name and school should be on the back of all artwork in addition to the tag.  All flat work should have hangers attached securely with a lot of  masking  or clear packing tape.  The hangers have to last for 3 shows! Registration sheet is on the marker board.  Tags are on the teacher’s desk.  Black pens are in the flower pot on the shelves under the red window.

ORIGINALITY
Your work should reveal an original approach to process, conception and subject matter
TECHNICAL PROFCIENCY
Your work should show technical proficiency as required to successfully complete a work in a particular medium.  In addition, project should have inventive application of techniques and be sensitive to works, which demonstrate the artist’s willingness to take risks and to experiment with materials, form and content.
EXPRESSION
Your project should demonstrate the emergence of a personal vision or style and the visual expression of feeling and conception.  You should show work, which takes classroom assignments to another level of execution.

One criterion in each section will be circled to rate artwork.
