ATTACK ON ASTHMA

State regulation requires that our school and early
childhood education program be prepared to implement an
emergency treatment plan, called a protocol, anytime a student
or staff member experiences a life threatening asthma attack or
systemic allergic reaction (anaphylaxis).

If you know that your student has asthma
or a known allergy, it is critically important that
you communicate this information to our school
staff. You may contact the main office with this
information. For each student with a known
allergic condition or asthma, you must provide the
school with (1) written medical documentation, (2)
instructions, and (3) medications as directed by a
physician. In the event that your student
experiences a life threatening asthma attack or
systemic allergic reaction, we will defer to the specific
documents and medication that you have provided. If you do
not have medical documentation and instructions on file with the
school for your student, we will defer to the regulatory protocol.

If, for whatever reason, you do not want your student to
receive the life-saving emergency treatment under the protocol,
you must file your written objection with the school.
