	LESSON PLAN
 Objective of Lesson—Learning Goals-Kindergarten

	To draw a pumpkin with a stem, leaves, background and details

	 Materials Needed for Class and Their Location

	Crayons, white paper, newsprint, H pencil, pumpkin

	 Instructional Plan/Procedures/Interventions--Optional

	Kindergarten
Look at pumpkin model and discuss its shapes.  Discuss that it’s round and may be depicted by drawing a C and a backwards C.  Add a triangle at the top for a stem.  The leaves are made by drawing a smile and frown.  Draw the ground for the pumpkin to set on and color.  Students may mix colors on the pumpkin.  Red and yellow mix well with the orange color.  Color the ground and sky.

	LESSON PLAN

Objective of Lesson-Learning Goals 1-6

	Review sketching using proper technique.  Look at pictures of farms and buildings and begin a landscape drawing.  Emphasize that the landscape should have layers to it.  Objects in the background should appear smaller than objects in the foreground.  

	Materials Needed for Class and Their Location

	Newsprint, H pencil, B pencil, blending stump in the drawing boxes on the white shelves, white drawing paper 9x12.

	Instructional Plan/Procedure/Interventions-Optional

	Grades 1-6

Review supplies and equipment, discuss thumbnail sketches, numbering sketches in the order they are completed and adding notes to sketches for the next class.  Discuss shading using the B pencil and the blending stump for grades 3-6. Begin sketches for landscape design.  Review how to draw buildings from last year. Begin adding details to sketches.  Practice composition and details.  Transfer sketch to white drawing paper with an H pencil.  Draw very lightly!  Go over design with crayon or colored pencil.  Grades 1-2 will use crayon.  Grades 3-6 will use colored pencil.  Be sure to shade darker areas to show depth and shadows.  Last part of the drawing process should be adding in details, shading and contrast.  Grades First and Second will draw their farm with black crayon and paint over with watercolor paint.
