 Objective of Lesson—Learning Goals-Kindergarten and First Grade

	To draw a turkey and pumpkin  using shapes, pattern  and line

	 Materials Needed for Class and Their Location

	Crayons, white paper, newsprint, H pencil, turkey handout

	 Instructional Plan and or Procedure

	Kindergarten and First Grade
Draw a thanksgiving picture using crayons and 9x12 white paper.  Draw a turkey and pumpkin the way they’ve practiced.  They may take it home for the holiday.

	LESSON PLAN

Objective of Lesson-Learning Goals 2-6

	To create a clay sculpture

	Materials Needed for Class and Their Location

	Sketch paper, H pencil, clay, clay tools, canvas, plastic bags, paper towels, water cups

	Instructional Plan/Procedure/Interventions-Optional

	Discuss what the class wants to do for a project. Sketch out ideas for a sculpture. Approve sketches.  Demonstrate clay techniques of pinch, coil and slab clay building.  Have students begin project.  Clay is to be stored in plastic bags with a damp paper towel.  Bag needs to be sealed.  Any pieces of clay that touch must be scored!  Scoring (cutting grooves in the clay pieces) insures that the pieces will hold together.  After structure is completed the student will add texture and pattern.  Be sure to store in a zip lock bag with a damp paper towel!  Make sure bag is sealed.  Anything that touched clay is washed including desktops, canvas and tools. The piece is left to slowly dry by leaving the bag open a few days and then completely removing the bag to finish drying.  The piece should dry for about 2 weeks.  The clay pieces will be sent to the service unit to be fired.  When they return the students will apply an underglaze and then two coats of clear glaze.  The pieces will be fired one last time.
