Statewide Assessment (NSCAS)
Nebraska Student Centered Assessment System

The statewide assessment (NSCAS) is in early April! The assessments will take place in Reading and Math
this year for grades 3"%-8" with additional assessments in Science in the 5™ and 8th grades.

The NSCAS test serves many purposes for the school and the Nebraska Department of Education. As a
staff, we want to make sure students are prepared and comfortable with the test so their focus is on
answering the questions. Here are a few of the things the teachers have been doing to ensure a positive test
taking experience:

taking practice assessments

practicing in the same environment as the test with TESTWIZ

reviewing content and skills

talking about the assessments

trying to excite students about the upcoming assessments!

As parents, there are a few things you can do that will help your student succeed:
sleep for 8 hours the night before
eat a protein as part of breakfast
talk to them about the assessments
encourage students to spend as much time as they need
stay positive about the assessments!
