What is a Flipped Classroom?

From Mrs. D. Heithoff

Students in Mrs. Heithoff’s math
classes are experiencing things a
little differently this year. They
are working in a flipped class-
room setting. A flipped class-
room is a learning model in
which traditional ideas about
classroom activities and home-
work are reversed, or

"flipped”. In this model, instructors have students interact with new
material for homework. This is done by watching an instructional
video created by Mrs. Heithoff and completing skeleton notes over
the new material. They then use class time to discuss the new in-
formation and put those ideas into practice. In other words, the stu-
dents are working assignments that would normally be considered
homework during class time. This allows student a better opportu-
nity to ask questions of the teacher, who can therefore give the stu-
dent more one on one instruction. A flipped classroom offers stu-
dents the benefit of greater control over their learning, therefore
better meeting the needs of the individual student.

Typing Tips From Mr. Mlinar

We live in the Digital Age. Kids are using computers at a very young age. When using a laptop or desktop computer,
children must understand how to use the keyboard properly. Therefore, if you have a young child, it is important that
you monitor your children’s typing technique on the keyboard. Let’s help our children now before they develop
bad habits that are hard to break!

Proper Keyboarding Techniques o It .ii.UUiiUUUl:J
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o At a young age, it is more important to focus on accuracy! Do not worry about speed! Make sure children

are using the correct fingers and limiting errors!

° Always keep fingers on HOME ROW. Home row is A, S, D, F and J, K, L, colon/semicolon buttons.

o Each finger is responsible for its own set of buttons. (See the picture above to see which finger is in charge of
which buttons) When typing, use the correct finger and gently type the needed key. Then, quickly return the
finger to its assigned home row key.

o As time progresses, children should start looking at the screen instead of down at the keyboard.

o Typers should take short breaks every 20-30 minutes. Move around and stretch. Give your muscles, joints, and
eyes some rest.

MAP TESTING

I am sure that you have heard some of your students come home and talk about MAP testing. This year
students took their MAPS test about a two weeks earlier than previous years. In fact the first of our MAP testing was
completed the week of the August 24th. Why? We feel the earlier the students are tested the better picture we get of the
students growth or lack of growth. MAP tests are standardized test to help us assess how our students and school is per-
forming relative to other school across the country. The MAP program takes your fall score and grade level and tells
you how much our students have improved from the fall to late winter. It is a great tool for our teachers and students to
see areas the students need to improve on and areas that the students are doing well at.

MAP Assessment Frequently Asked Questions

What are MAP assessments?
*  MAP stands for “Measuring Academic Progress”
*  MAP “Fits the test to the student, not the student to the test”
*  MAP provides differentiated assessment data to find the instructional level of all students
*  MAP provides accurate and reliable assessment data across a common and stable scale (like a ruler or yard-
stick)
*  MAP gives teachers additional information to help make decisions about your child’s education

What are the main features of MAP testing?
*  MAP testing is “computer adaptive” meaning that questions will adapt to the student’s achievement level
*  MAP tests are not timed, students may take as much time as they need
*  MAP measures and reports student growth over time.

What subject areas do MAP assessments measure?

*  Reading

*  Mathematics

*  Language Usage

*  General Science

*  Science Concepts and Processes
